As an independent bookseller in [CITY] and a constituent, I urge you to support for The Marketplace Fairness Act. This bipartisan legislation would close a loophole that has unfairly provided remote, online retailers with a significant -- and unfair -- competitive disadvantage over Main Street businesses like mine.

At issue is a 1992 Supreme Court ruling that prohibits states from requiring remote sellers to collect sales and use taxes owed on in-state purchases unless the seller has a physical presence through a store, office, warehouse, or sales force. This decision was issued prior to the advent of e-commerce and now ubiquitous affiliate marketing -- and many large online retailers that have at least a massive online “affiliate” sales force in each state still refuse to collect and remit sales tax to the state. Compounding this issue, many state lawmakers and revenue departments believe they do not have the authority to enforce sales tax laws due to the dated nature, and varying interpretations, of the ruling.
This loophole has created an uneven playing field for my business and my retailing neighbors by putting them at a price disadvantage that, in my location, is [SALES TAX RATE]. My business is jeopardized as a result of the insurmountable price disadvantage created by this government subsidy. I firmly believe the Marketplace Fairness Act would help to level the playing field by authorizing states to require out-of-state retailers to collect and remit sales tax to the state for purchases made by their residents. 
The Marketplace Fairness Act does not, in any way, impose a new tax and it does not compel any state to join. This is about fairness and equity. The Marketplace Fairness Act will get government out of the business of picking favorites among competing retail businesses and will allow us to compete on a level playing field.
