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Independent Booksellers in Tennessee…

· Realize approximately $6.9 million annually in sales

· Operate 19 locations in 11 cities and towns

· Employ approximately 769 people, with an estimated payroll of approximately $1.2 million.
· Collect approximately $483,000 in sales tax

· Recycle an overwhelmingly larger share of their revenue back into the local economy than out-of-state online retailers 

· ABA is the national trade association representing independent booksellers nationwide with members in all 50 states

A University of Tennessee study projects that total state and local sales and use tax revenue losses from e-commerce sales will likely exceed $357 million in Tennessee in 2010 alone. This figure will grow to $456 million in 2012. 

The current sales tax inequity means independent bookstores work at a significant competitive disadvantage. Each year, this inequity grows, forcing them to cut benefits, jobs, or even close. HB5481 will allow our member bookstores and retailers like them to save or create jobs and to keep sales tax revenue in the state.
